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Creating a Culture of Student Success “Keys to Success”
· Stay in School and Graduate 

Successful students achieve their goals by staying in school to graduation. Students who drop out of school significantly decrease their chances of becoming successful.
· Improve Academic Performance
 Students who work hard and become proficient in reading, writing and math increase their chances of achieving academic success.
· Focus on Reflection and Personal Development

By  assessing their changing interests and values and committing time to acquiring life skills and completing career-related tasks students will be better prepared to make choices that lead to more opportunity and greater success in work and in life.  

· Create Success Teams and Success Plans

 Students who want to succeed in school build “success teams” to help them overcome obstacles and develop “success plans” to guide them as they make important decisions critical to their futures. 
· Learn and Practice the Decision-Making Process
Students who accept responsibility for making choices that will bring them success in school and in life learn to use an effective decision-making process. When students make bad decisions and bad choices, they miss out on opportunities that could bring them success.  
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
